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Universitatea „Vasile Alecsandri” din Bacau (UBc) are o indelungata traditie de participare in Programul Erasmus+, facand parte din grupul 

de universitati care au demarat implementarea programelor europene in Romania, inca din anul 1997. 

In prezent, UBc are un portofoliu de peste 160 de acorduri inter-institutionale Erasmus+, cu 114 universitati din 22 tari ale programului 
(KA103) si cu 16 universitati din 10 tari partenere (KA107). Peste 2000 de studenti si de membri ai personalului universitar au beneficiat de-

a lungul anilor de diferite tipuri de mobilitati, de scurta sau lunga durata. 

Una dintre motivatiile majore ale implicarii UBc in programele europene a fost, este si va ramane participarea activa la consolidarea 
Spatiului European al Educatiei. 

Prin participarea la Programul Erasmus+ in perioada 2021-2027, UBc urmareste sa atinga urmatoarele obiective: 

- Dezvoltarea colaborarii cu parteneri de traditie si initierea unor noi parteneriate, in scopul crearii unui cadru in care comunitatea academica 
a UBc sa poata accede la toate tipurile de actiuni Erasmus+; 

- Afirmarea, in cadrul acestor colaborari, a identitatii, culturii si spiritualitatii romanesti, participand, in acelasi timp, la consolidarea unitatii 

in Europa si la dezvoltarea valorilor europene; 

- Stabilirea de platforme educationale comune cu alte institutii de invatamant superior (IIS), dezvoltarea de programe de studii in limbi 

straine (engleza, franceza), continuarea si/sau dezvoltarea activitatilor de tipul joint courses/ double degree / joint degree; 

- Promovarea si sustinerea mobilitatii studentilor si personalului UBc, in special a celor cu mai putine oportunitati si a celor din grupuri sub-
reprezentate; 

- Formarea abilitatilor si competentelor la standarde europene actuale, atat in contextul mobilitatilor de studiu, cat si al celor de plasament, 

precum si dezvoltarea competentelor personalului didactic si nedidactic; 

-  Participarea activa a comunitatii academice a UBc in societatea civila si in sensul adoptarii practicilor sustenabile in toate activitatile.

- Realizarea demersurilor necesare pentru trecerea la managementul digital al programului Erasmus+ in UBc (Erasmus Dashboard/ Erasmus 

Without Paper, implementarea European Student Card Initiative, facilitarea mobilitatilor virtuale). 

Participarea UBc la Programul Erasmus+ va permite modernizarea proceselor educationale si de cercetare stiintifica, adaptarea programelor 

de studii astfel incat acestea sa ofere calificari recunoscute in intreaga Europa, dezvoltarea competentelor lingvistice ale studentilor si 
personalului, formarea in spiritul valorilor europene, avandu-se permanent in vedere facilitarea accesului la Program pentru toate grupurile 

dezavantajate socio-economic.

staff have benefited over the years from different types of mobility, either short or long term mobilities.  

One of the major motivations for UBc's involvement in the European programmes has been, is and will remain the active 
participation in consolidating the European Education Area.  

By participating in the Erasmus+ Programme in the period 2021-2027, UBc aims to achieve the following objectives: 

- Developing the collaboration with traditional partners and initiating new partnerships, in order to create a framework in which 
the academic community of UBc can access all types of Erasmus+ actions; 

- Promoting, within these collaborations, the Romanian identity, culture and spirituality, participating, at the same time, in 

consolidating the unity in Europe and in developing the European values; 

- Establishing common educational platforms with other Higher Education Institutions (HEIs), developing study programmes in 

foreign languages (English, French), continuing and/or developing activities such as joint courses/double degree/joint degree; 

- Promoting and supporting the mobility of UBc students and staff, especially those with fewer opportunities and those in under-
represented groups; 

- Training of skills and competences at the current European standards, both in the context of study and traineeship mobility and 

the development of teaching and non-teaching staff’s competencies; 

- Active participation of the academic community of UBc in the civil society and the adoption of sustainable practices in all 

activities.
